IRC will supply only terminations authorized by the appropriate military specifications which currently are:





Case 1- MIL-PRF-83401:  Paragraph 3.4.6, “Use of tin-lead finishes are acceptable provided that the minimum lead content is 3 percent.”  IRC finish is “gold” or “Hot Solder Dip” using eutectic tin-lead solder.





Case 2- MIL-PRF-55342:  Paragraph 3.5.3, “… minimum lead content is 3 percent.”  IRC finish is electroplated tin-lead, approximately 60% tin.





Parts supplied to other drawings but which reference the above specifications will also meet the lead finish as described above including DSSC and CID drawings.
